New Jersey grows many varieties of apples, as well as over 100 different fruits and vegetables.  Schools can involve students with making selections they would like to see served with their daily meal choices.  Below are a few easy steps to consider when involving students in this fun event: 


Ask your produce distributor to source two to three varieties (types of fruit/vegetable) that are LOCALLY GROWN by NJ FARMERS


Be sure to involve school administration/principal/teachers & custodial staff (this event creates more trash)


Set up a taste test during lunchtime to determine the winning produce item/variety. 


Cut produce into small pieces and offer each variety for your students to choose.


Have “ballots” (slips of paper) and plenty of sharpened pencils available, and allow students to place their “vote” in a basket/box. 


The “winning” produce item can be announced during morning announcements, along with when the winning item will be served.
